The members of the ‘Let our Voices Emerge’ charity are sickened and horrified by the findings issued today. The catalogue of horrific physical and sexual abuse is far in excess of what we were led to believe by the Religious Congregations. While we support the individual Sisters and Brothers who did their best in appalling circumstances, we condemn the Congregational leaders in particular, the Sisters of Mercy and Christian Brothers who sacrificed their own members, and the welfare of the children for the sake of Congregational reputation.

We also condemn the Department of Education whose brief it was to protect the children. We now ask that the Religious Congregations and the Department of Education issue an apology to those so horrifically abused. 

‘Let Our Voices Emerge’ wish to apologise to all genuine victims of abuse for the hurt they’ve suffered in our Homes, and we will endeavour to support them in any way we can.
